Submissions for the banner are open to all photographers practicing on a regional, national and 
international level.  
 
Pavilion Banner Images - Submission Guidelines  
Please read the following guidelines carefully and make sure that your application includes all the 
criteria. 
The Pavilion website banner displays 5 small-scale images (107 x 70 pixels landscape) on the home 
page and then 3 of the 5 images on the other web pages. When submitting images, consideration 
should be given to how well the selection of images works together as a series. 
 
Benefits if selected: 
§ Images will be hosted on the Pavilion website www.pavilion.org.uk for a minimum of four weeks.   
§ Our website attracts 200 unique visits per day on average; 6000 per month. 
§ We promote each banner artist through our monthly newsletter sent to the Pavilion mailing list of 

500+.  
§ For the duration that the images are on the website w e link through to your website, if you have 

one, or to related sites if you are promoting work in an exhibition for example. 
§ We include a few words about you/your work. 
Please note:  Pavilion is unable to offer successful applicants a fee.  
 
You are required to submit the following: 
§ One complete artist submission form  
§ One complete cultural diversity form  
§ A minimum of 12 and maximum of 20 photographic images, (from which Pavilion will select five 

for the banner) All images should be titled clearly a nd correspond with titles on the application form 
§ The image dimensions for the banner are 107 x 70 pixels – landscape format (if the images 

submitted are larger than this, Pavilion reserve the right to crop the images to size)  
§ A short statement about you/your work of no more than 150 words 
§ Image resolution needs to be no more than 72dpi  
§ All images should be submitted in .jpg format
